Directions
Lake Sonoma is about an hour and a half north of San Francisco on the 101, about 
14 miles west of the city of Healdsburg. Take 101 north to the Dry Creek Rd exit 
of Healdsburg, and make a left. Follow that road till it makes a 90 degree turn at 
the base of the dam, then stay on that road up the hill to the bridge. Two miles 
past that, you will see a sign and the road for Liberty Glen Campground, which 
you will make a left into. Follow that down, then when the road "Y"s after the toll 
booth, go to the left. Follow that about an 1/8th of a mile to Campground "D".

Camping
We have reserved spacious Group Campsite D where registration is located.  
Facilities include: covered picnic tables, charcoal grill, primitive toilet. No drinking 
water available.  Bring plenty of water for the weekend.  If you want more private 
camping there are plenty of spots available that are $10/night.  If you want to stay in 
civilization with a roof over your head, there are hotels in Healdsberg or Santa Rosa, 
approximately 30 minutes from the course.
